The WSL season starts in late October, with team selection open to all girls in the district, and stiff competition to gain a place in 
a WSL club. Ravens is one of a very few clubs to field it’s own WSL team. The Club must field 5 teams in the WSL comp – 12s, 
14s, 16s, 21s, Firsts. Each team competes in its age division and there is also an overall club championship, with every game 
contributing to points.

*����"� The indoor version of the game, played mostly in summer. There are a number of types of indoor 
soccer, but Futsal is the official version 

,!*�� Gladesville Hornsby Football Association. All mens and boys comp is run under this association. 

-��� Over 35 years old! The GHFA runs a mens comp for those over 35. Many believe that there should be an 
O45’s comp too, as the 35 year olds come through and seem much younger than their age! 

.&�&���//��� Played in the boys and girls comp, mini soccer is u6-u8s. They play games against other 
teams each week, but the emphasis is on learning, fun and team spirit. There is no table, so everyone is a winner. 
Coaches are allowed on the field to help players. 

0��� �North West Sydney’s Womens Soccer – the governing league in our district for all Womens soccer 

)���&���������� The highest level of mens football, the Premier League team is the elite men of 
Ravens 

)��"� Peel Park, or Peel Stadium, Ravens home ground 

���� Womens Super League. The highest level of womens soccer. WSL is the womens representative teams, 
comprised of players from all of Sydney. There are 2 divisions for WSL, and Ravens currently competes in Div 2 
WSL. Ravens must win the Club Championship to qualify to play in Div 1.  

 
Can girls play in boys teams?  
Yes, and you will see many running around in mini soccer.  So while the teams are run by the GHFA, the mens 
body, the teams can contain girls. 
 
Who plays Saturday and and who plays Sunday? 
Most mens soccer is played on a Saturday, under and home and away rule. So the boys mini soccer game at 
8.30am can be anywhere from Dural to Gladesville. Some mens games are now played on Sunday, due to ground 
shortages of a Saturday. 
All womens soccer is played Sunday, and most of the games are at Morrison Bay or Meadowbank. Womens 
soccer does not have the same home and away ground rules as men. As the number of teams increase, games 
have to be played at other venues occasionally due the number of teams running around on the day.
