Ryde Hunters Hill Cricket Club is launching an innovative 12-week cricket program — MINI
CRICKET - for budding young male and female cricketers aged four to six.

MINI CRICKET will teach youngsters the basic skills of cricket, helping to prepare them for the
next step of joining a team if they wish to pursue the sport and play on Saturday mornings.
There is no obligation to do so and the Club’s main aim is to make the afternoon as enjoyable
as possible for children.

The first eight weeks of the program will concentrate on skills and drills, with the remaining
weeks an easy-going twilight cricket competition.

MINI CRICKET will start with an Orientation Day on Friday, 12 October 2007, the season
commences the following week on Friday, 19 October 2007 and will run through to Friday 7
December, resuming after the Christmas break on Friday 15 February 2008 and ending on
Friday 7 March with a presentation afternoon.

The program will take place, weather permitting, every Friday from 5.00pm-6.15pm at Bremner
Park, Putney. The ground is located just off Morrison Road near the Frances Street roundabout,
opposite the Morrison Bay Park cricket nets.
